Baggage clerks Wilber (Lou Costello) and Chick (Bud Abbott) receive 
packages from Europe which contain the bodies of Dracula (Bela Lugosi) and 
the Frankenstein Monster (Glenn Strange).  After dismissing a warning not 
to open the crates, the clerks do just that.  The monsters are thereby 
awakened and hilarity ensues!

After a �nancial scam goes wrong, Sam hits the road in a desperate bid to 
outrun his guilt. A radio broadcast lures him to an isolated radio station in 
the wilderness…and into a terrifying mystery!
